CHANGES TO WAPP'’S
BY-LAWS?

In order for WAPP to be consid-
ered a tax-exempt organization,
we are supposed to have a de-
termination from the IRS. Ob-
taining this determination
means paperwork and, of
course, filing fees. We can
avoid the paperwork and fees
by using NIGP’s Group Exemp-
tion. There is no cost and the
paperwork is minimal. The only
problem is that when | sent our
constitution and by-laws to
NIGP’s legal counsel for review,
they came back requesting
guite a few changes for us to
gualify to use their exemption.
Please find the link below to the
modified version showing all the
suggested changes in red. |If
there are specific points you
have questions on, please let
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me know and | will communi-
cate any concerns to NIGP and
see if there is any “wiggle room”
on any of the changes. Also,
please be aware that NIGP will
be requiring all chapters to use
their group exemption by the
end of 2009 so if we don't ad-
dress this now, we will be talk-
ing about it in a year or so.
Please be prepared with any
comments and hopefully to vote
on these proposed changes at
the September meeting. Thank
you.

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Cooperative Committee News!

Here are my notes from the cooperative purchasing update provided at the June WAPP meeting in Egg

Harbor.

1) Standards Group

a. To develop a municipal RFP template, we are using the State RFP template as the basis.
Once acceptable, it will be posted for use by any local Wisconsin unit of gov't. Thanks to
Monette, Judy and Cindy for working on this.

2) Vehicle Auction — Cooperative opportunity?

a. The State vehicle auction contract has again been awarded to Don Wagner’s Auction-
eers, Ripon, WI. Wagner’s will offer municipal auctions at a commission of 4.89%, mile-
age + mileage of $.060.

b. A recent WAPP survey shows most local gov't units are paying 8-12% commission.

C. Members asked if Wagner’s could pull in enough buyers to get good pricing versus Auc-
tion Associates. This is a “chicken or the egg” situation, as Wagner's has asked for a
minimum number of 70 vehicles per auction until they get a feel for the volume.

d. There was also interest in having the auctioneer handle large equipment vehicle sales.

e. Tim Sweeney with Auction Associates handles many municipal vehicle auctions. He is

aware that local agencies may be pulling away from their auctions due to high commis-
sion rates and is not interested in offering any discount.

It will take some coordinating and commitment to help transition interested local agencies from their cur-
rent auctioneer. Contact me if you would consider acting as the lead Agency to work through the details
with Wagner’s to get commitment for one or more annual local gov't auctions for 2009 & beyond.

3) An update was provided on state-wide effort to cooperatively purchase for Fire Depts.
