NIGP RELEASES 2003 COMPENSATION REPORT 
 
 
September 30, 2003 
 
The National Institute of Governmental Purchasing, Inc., (NIGP), through its partnership with the Public Procure-
ment Research Center at Florida Atlantic University, has released the 2003 NIGP Compensation Survey Report 
which reflects salaries earned in 2002. This publication provides a comprehensive review of public procurement 
position classifications throughout the United States and Canada.   
 
NIGP’s purpose for generating this report is three-fold: (1) to establish a baseline of measure-
ment for comparison between agencies; (2) to demonstrate the value of education and certifi-
cation; and (3) to serve as a guide for managers in setting the salary and qualifications for po-
sitions within their organization.  
 
Seventeen job classifications were reviewed and analyzed against three different criterion:  geographic location, 
procurement volume, and type of governmental entity.  A fourth section of the report summarizes each position 
based on the aggregate data collected from all respondents.  Cost-of-living, education and certification are all 
weighted factors in this broad analysis of public procurement pay.  
 
The value of an investment in education and certification becomes apparent from the responses collected.  Buyers 
show a 9% average difference in salary between a high school degree and a bachelor’s degree.  For each position 
listed, a direct correlation exists between a higher level of education and an increased salary.   
 
The data also show strong relationships between increased pay and certification(s).  For management positions, 
there is a 12% difference in pay between a non-certified and certified manager.  Most importantly, trend data 
finds that the average buyer and/or manager holds at a minimum a bachelor’s degree and at least one certifica-
tion. 
 
The average 2002 salary including bonuses was as follows: 
 
Heads of procurement units: $67,378 
Supervisors and materials managers: $55,201 
Contract specialists: $50,043 
Senior buyers: $46,764 
Buyers: $41,371 
Procurement professionals located in the West received the highest rate of pay and those work-
ing for schools and special authorities were typically paid more than professionals working for 
cities, counties and states.
