Public Purchasing Certification
Council and is responsible for
developing and administering
CPPB and CPPO exams.

UPPCC Governing Board is
composed of members from the
NIGP and NASPO as well as 1
individual representing the
Canadian Federal Government
and 1 individual representing the
U.S. Federal Government.

The UPPCC has done a lengthy
evaluation of the process with the
goal of making the training Body
of Knowledge more applicable to
current governmental job require-
ments. Beginning with the Octo-
ber 2008 examinations, a variety
of changes will take effect with
regard to the format of the exami-
nations.

MEMBERSHIP VOTE

Current WAPP bylaws state,
“The Association shall meet four
times a year.” After a brief dis-
cussion at the Expo, it was sug-
gested that we ask the member-
ship to indicate their desire for a
change to three meetings a year
or to show their support for four
meetings a year.

Based on discussions with mem-
bers and from personal observa-
tion as an officer, I'm proposing
the bylaws be updated to read,
“The Association shall meet, at a
minimum, three times a year.”
The wording “at a minimum”
would allow any future Executive
Committee to hold four meetings,
if warranted.

“Each Regular Member or Re-
tired Member in good standing
shall be entitled to one (1) vote.
Except as otherwise provided by
the Constitution or By-Laws of
the Association, a majority of the
votes cast by the membership at
a meeting duly called shall be
sufficient to take or authorize ac-
tion upon any matter which may
properly be brought before the
members in attendance.”
